RANGEHOODS

While you may want your kitchen to be filled with the delicious aromas of the foods you're cooking, you'll still be producing lots
of heat, moisture, grease and smoke. Not only will this damage your cabinets and walls over time, it’s not great for your health.
Rangehoods provide ventilation and remove bad odours, replacing fumes with fresh air.

TYPES OF RANGEHOODS

Choosing the right rangehood will depend on how your kitchen is set up. Here are several of the rangehood types available.

COFFEE MACHINES

Many people want to buy the best coffee machine for their home, not only for the quality of the coffee, but also how the machine

will look on their benchtop or integrated with their other appliances.

TYPES OF COFFEE MACHINES

Selecting the type of coffee machine for your kitchen comes down to personal preference and how you like your coffee.

MANUAL

Most models use a motor driven pump to force the
exact amount of water needed through a thermos
block, creating coffee to your specific taste. While
they require slightly more work than an automated
machine, you have a lot more control over the final
product.

CAPSULE

Pods or capsules are inserted into the machine, which
then pierces the pod and forces hot water over the
contents to create an espresso. Extremely fast and
easy to use, although the capsules are slightly more
expensive per cup than the equivalent in beans.
